Avon Small Saints Pre-School prospectus
Our setting aims to:
· provide high quality care and education;

· work in partnership with parents to help children to learn and develop;

· add to the life and well-being of the local community; and

· offer children and their parents a service that promotes equality and values diversity.

Parents
Parents are regarded as members of our setting who have full participatory rights. These include a right to be:

· valued and respected;

· kept informed;

· consulted;

· involved; and

· included at all levels.

We aim to ensure that each child:

· is in a safe, stimulating and homely environment;

· is given generous care and attention;

· has the chance to join with other children and adults to live, play, work and learn together;

· has a key person who makes sure each child makes good progress;
Children's development and learning
Children start to learn about the world around them from the moment they are born. The care and education offered by our setting helps children to continue to flourish by providing them with a play-based curriculum and practitioners who understand how children learn and develop.

Assessment

We assess how your child is learning and developing by observing them frequently. We use information that we gain from observations, as well as from photographs or videos of the children, to document their progress and where this may be leading them.  Our online journal – eyLog - enables parents to view their child’s journal whenever they wish, and comment and contribute to their child’s learning at home. There is a free eyLog app which can be downloaded to make viewing your child’s online journal easy. You will be sent a confidential link to activate your child’s journal. Parents are encouraged to add observations or photographs at home, and are welcome to comment on any observations that have been added to their child’s journal.
Working together for your children
In our setting we maintain the ratio of adults to children in the setting that is set through the Safeguarding and Welfare Requirements. We also have volunteer parent helpers where possible to complement these ratios. This helps us to:

· give time and attention to each child;

· talk with the children about their interests and activities;

· help children to experience and benefit from the activities we provide; and

· allow the children to explore and be adventurous in safety.

The preschool is open term time only from 8:50:am to 15:20pm Monday to Friday.

The session times are:

· 8:50am – 11:50am

· 12:20pm – 15:20pm

· 8:50am – 15:20pm
How parents take part in the setting
Our setting recognises parents as the first and most important educators of their children.  All of the staff see themselves as partners with parents in providing care and education for their child. There are many ways in which parents take part in making the setting a welcoming and stimulating place for children and parents, such as:

· exchanging knowledge about their children's needs, activities, interests and progress with the staff;
· sharing their own special interests with the children;

· joining in community activities in which the setting takes part; and

· building friendships with other parents in the setting.

Key worker and your child
Our setting uses a key worker approach. This means that each member of staff has a group of children for whom she/he is particularly responsible. Your child's key worker will be the person who works with you to make sure that what we provide is right for your child's particular needs and interests. When your child first starts at the setting, she/he will help your child to settle and throughout your child's time at the setting, she/he will help your child to benefit from the setting's activities.  
The session
We organise our sessions so that the children can choose from, and work at, a range of activities and, in doing so, build up their ability to select and work through a task to its completion. The children are also helped and encouraged to take part in adult-led small group activities, which introduce them to new experiences and help them to gain new skills, as well as helping them to learn to work with others. 

Outdoor play contributes to children's health, their physical development and their knowledge of the world around them. Free-flow – indoor and outdoor play takes place at all times, whatever the weather, so appropriate clothing is required, as well as a change of clothes which can be kept on your child’s peg if easier. 
Snacks and meals
The setting makes snacks and meals a social time at which children and adults eat together.  Snacks we provide the children are healthy and nutritious. Do tell us about your child's dietary needs and we will make sure that these are met. If your child attends a full day, they need to bring their own lunch. We offer fresh water throughout the session from water dispensers inside and outside and children are encouraged to stay rehydrated throughout the day. Milk/Oat milk is available at snack times. Water bottles are not needed for your child’s session; however, they can have them with their pack lunch if they are here all day we ask for water only in bottles brought from home. Please look at our Healthy Eating Policy and No Nut Policy on our website, or ask to see a paper copy if you prefer. 
Policies 
The setting's policies help us to make sure that the service provided by the setting is a high quality one and that being a member of the setting is an enjoyable and beneficial experience for each child and her/his parents.

The staff and parents of the setting work together to adopt the policies. Our policies are reviewed every annually. All our policies are on our website www.avonsmallsaints.com, or a hardcopy is available on request.
Safeguarding children
Our setting has a duty under the law to help safeguard children against suspected or actual ‘significant harm’. 

Our employment practices ensure children against the likelihood of abuse in our settings and we have a procedure for managing complaints or allegations against a member of staff.

Our way of working with children and their parents ensures we are aware of any problems that may emerge and can offer support, including referral to appropriate agencies when necessary, to help families in difficulty. The management of our setting
A management committee manages the setting. The elections take place at our Annual General Meeting. The committee is responsible for:

· managing the setting's finances;

· employing and managing the staff;

· making sure that the setting has, and works to, policies that help it to provide a high quality service; and

· making sure that the setting works in partnership with the children's parents.

The Annual General Meeting is open to the parents of all of the children who attend the setting. It is our shared forum for looking back over the previous year's activities and shaping the coming year's plan.  If you wish to join or be a part of our committee, please speak to a member of staff.

Fees
The fees are 
2 Year olds
£7.25 per hour


3+ year olds
£6.85 per hour


We offer Morning Sessions and afternoon sessions which are 3 hours. Our full day sessions are 6.5 hours.

We charge an additional fee for daily consumables per session which is 50p this will be charged for a morning and afternoon if your child attends a full day.

You will receive an invoice monthly to be paid within 7 days.  If we do not receive these fees your child hours will be reduced to funded only and unfunded children will be unable to attend until the balance is cleared.

Fees must still be paid if children are absent in term-time. If your child has to be absent over a long period of time, for example with a long-term illness or injury, please talk to the pre-school Manager. 
For your child to keep her/his place at the setting, you must pay the fees monthly. We are in receipt of nursery education funding for two, three and four year olds where funding is not received, then fees apply.  If you do more than your funded hours and your bill is not paid your child will only be able to attend pre-school for the number of funded hours.
To secure a space for your child to start at Avon Small Saints you be will required to pay a £50 deposit. If your child is in receipt of funding this will be returned once this has been put in place for the first term. If your child is not in receipt of funding, you will receive this back when they receive their educational funding or if your child leaves the setting before this is in place. We will require 4 week’s notice of termination of your child’s space. You will be required to sign a parent declaration for funded hours and these remain in place for the whole term.
You will also be required to sign and agree to Avon small saints contract of our terms and conditions once you have secured your space.

We are able to offer 30 hours funding for 3-4 year olds, and 15 hours funding for working parents for two year olds you will be required to provide us with your unique code and pay a £50 deposit to secure your place, which will be credited back to you after your child has taken up their first term of funding. Our ‘No pay, no stay’ policy is implemented by a member of management at the start of each session. Failure to pay outstanding fees will result in your child’s hours being reduced or the loss of a space until the debt is cleared.
Starting at our setting
The first days

We want your child to feel happy and safe with us. To make sure that this is the case, the staff will work with you to decide on how to help your child to settle into the setting. We like children to attend a minimum of 2 settling sessions to ensure their transition is a happy one.
We encourage children to gain the skills that help them to be independent and look after themselves. These include taking themselves to the toilet and taking off, and putting on, outdoor clothes. Clothing that is easy for them to manage will help them to do this.
We hope that you and your child enjoy being members of our setting. All staff are always ready and willing to talk with you about your ideas, views or questions.
